Тема заняття. «Риси характеру людини»

Teacher. We’ll? Let’s talk about personalities of four “daughters-seasons”. 
Teacher.And now you are welcome to watch the play “Three Little Pigs”.

Our circle is “The Globe”. We shall play as the actors of the Globe theatre of William Shakespeare. A bit later we shall analyze the personalities of three little pigs and the wolf from the play “Three little pigs”.

(A big green oak-tree. Three little pigs are sitting under it)

Naff-Naff. Hallo, boys! Hallo, girls! I am Naff-Naff.

Snuff-Snuff. Good morning! I am Snuff-Snuff. 

Niff-Niff. And I am Niff-Niff.

Together. We are three merry little pigs.

Snuff-Snuff. We can dance.

Naff-Naff (comes in with a big hammer in his hand): Oh? You are dancing.

Niff-Niff. My house is made of grass. It is little but it is good.

Snuff-Snuff. My house is made of sticks.

Naff-Naff. My house is not ready yet. I must go and make my house. Good-bye!

Author. Niff-Niff runs to his house made of grass. Snuff-Snuff runs to his house made of sticks. The Big Bad Wolf runs to Niff-Niff’s house and stops.

Wolf. Ha! Ha! Your house is made of grass. I shall catch you now. 

Author. The Big Bad Wolf begins to blow. He blows and blows, till he blows the house down.

Niff-Niff (runs crying): The Big Bad Wolf!

Wolf. I shall catch you! I shall catch you!

Author. And Niff-Niff runs to Snuff-Snuff.

Nuff-Nuff. The Big Bad Wolf is here.

Naff-Naff. Don’t be afraid. My house is made of bricks. It is very strong.

(A loud knock at the door)

Naff-Naff. Who is there?

Wolf. It’s me, the wolf. Where are my little pigs? I am hungry. Open the door. Let me in.

Author. The Big Bad Wolf blows. But he cannot blow the house down. It is very strong. It is made of bricks. The Big Bad Wolf goes away. And now look at our three little pigs.
